6. Legal Report

League Counsel Jennifer Ashton informed the membership of the case Hadeed vs. State which deals
with ethics complaints and if attorney’s fees can be recouped for frivolous offense field against and
elected official. She stated that the court decided that three steps will be taken to determine whether
attorney feeswill be given. Attorney Ashton explained that they are maliciousintent to harm or damage
the reputation of the elected officials; whether the person filing the complaint knew the statement was
false and if the statements being made can be viewed as possible ethics violations.

Attorney Ashton also informed the membership of AG Opinion regarding municipal charter
amendment and special magistrate for code enforcement hearings.

Executive Director Richard Radcliffe informed the membership that legidative session will begin in
January and reminded the board that it is time to re-apply for FLC Committees. Mr. Radcliffe also
provided the board with upcoming important dates: Installation Banquet May 17; July 19" joint Board
of County Commissioners from 9-12; October 4™ joint meeting with PBC School District at 2pm and
lastly the Elected Officials Workshop.
