Mr. Biggs reported on public records lawsuits, and reminded the Board that municipalities are not
permitted to require a written form to request records, and requests must be processed in a reasonable
amount of time. Also, the County's Ethics Commission is now following standards set by the State.

Executive Director’s Report

Executive Director Richard Radcliffe asked that anyone who would like to receive their monthly
agendas only via email please contact the League office.

Urban Administration Committee made sober houses a priority issue. The FLC Legislative
Conference is in Orlando November 15 and 16, and the National League of Cities Congress of Cities
starts November 1st in Boston.
